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Borough pickup of leaves, cuttings and branches are made Monday, Wednesday and Friday mornings., weather and workload

permitting. Please adhere to the following:

Leaves leaves gathered for pickip must be in containerg, vacuum only used in the fall.

Cuttingsg brush, tree and shrubs (no grass clippings at any time)

NOstones, dirt or animal waste

All items must be in untied bags or in containers with loaded weight of no more than 40 pounds.

Branches and limbs of less than 3 inches in diameaterst becut in lengths of no more than 4 feeindtied in bundles
weighing no more than 40 poundsResidents must find another method to dispose of limbs larger than 3 inches in
diameter.

Commercial lawn care companies and tree surgeons are responsible for removing from the Borough all offal from their fvork.

Borough employees witlot pick up building material or tree stumps.
